A. Description of Proposal
Government Priorities:
1. The RESEARCH itself - how will the findings enhance the economic and social well being of Canadians?

2. Development of Highly Qualified Personnel – i.e., need to develop and attract faculty with excellent research skills

3. Building sustained capacity to do applied research

Need to include responses to the following questions:

1. What are the SPECIFIC Research Questions that this project will address?  Normally this is limited to 3 (at most 4) open-ended research questions.
2. What is the sample that will be involved in the study (i.e., the participants who will provide data to answer the Research Questions)?   What processes do you plan to use to select these participants (e.g., random sampling, sample of convenience)?
3. What data (e.g., quantitative and/or qualitative data) will you collect and how? 

4. What tools/instruments do you plan to use to collect these data?

5. How will you analyze the data (e.g., calculate means, modes, standard deviation, content/theme analysis etc.)?
6. A summary of your literature review regarding who else is doing work in this area?

7. How may the study findings contribute to the economic/social benefits for Ontario/Canadian society?

8. How will the infrastructure you are asking funds for enable you to do this research (i.e., why is this infrastructure needed for this research?)?
9. How will this project contribute to the development of Highly Qualified Personnel and increase the capacity for the college to do applied research in the future (i.e., focus on sustainable research “program” rather than stand alone “projects”)?
A.  Infrastructure Costs

· include quotes from suppliers  - on letterhead is preferred; e-mail is acceptable

· indicate retail cost, educational cost and deep discount if the supplier is willing to contribute “in kind”  

· for CFI projects any purchases AFTER January 2, 2002 can be shown as an in-kind contribution from Seneca – if the item is used for activities other than research we need to pro-rate this accordingly e.g., 50% for research – in-kind – 50% of purchase cost only can be claimed as in kind

B.  OPERATIONAL/STAFFING COSTS 
· these are NOT eligible for CFI or OIT proposals
· these ARE eligible for ORDCF see 1.8 page 6 of 15 of ORDCF Program guidelines
